Day by Day Itinerary

Day 1: October 19th : Depart USA for USA: Today we board our
flights to Naples. Meals and drinks will be served aloft.

Day 2: October 20th: Arrival in Naples: Upon our arrival in
Naples we will proceed through customs and baggage claim
before being met by our HLTC guide and driver. Time
permitting, we will enjoy a brief panoramic city tour of Naples
before continuing to our hotel for dinner and overnight.

Overnight: Naples (Dinner)

Day 3: October 2lst: of San Gennaro/
Church of San Domenico Maggiore: We begin the day by
celebrating Mass at the Cathedral of Naples. After Mass, our

group will take some time to view some of the beautiful

Catacombs

artwork and statuary found inside the structure before
proceeding to the nearby Catacombs of San Gennaro. Dating back
to the 3rd century AD, these catacombs hold a special significance
to the people of Naples as it was here that their ancestors fled
for protection from the eruption of nearby Mount Vesuvius in
472 AD. Once inside, their prayers were answered by Saint
Januarius, Patron Saint of Naples, and the eruption ended,
saving the city. After lunch, we continue our tour of Naples
with a visit to the Church of San Domenico Maggiore.
Founded by the friars of the Dominican Order, the church is
built over the remains of a smaller church dating from the 10th
century. We will also explore the monastery next to the church
which was originally the site of the University of Naples where
Saint Thomas Aquinas taught for a time. You can see the room
that St Thomas occupied while he studied and lived here; a relic
of the saint; as well as the image of the crucifix from which Jesus
spoke to him and commended him for writing so well of Him.
We then return to our hotel for dinner and overnight.

Overnight: Naples (Breakfast, Dinner)

Day 4: October After
breakfast, we set out for Pompei. There we will go on an

22nd: Naples/Pompei/Sorrento:

archaeological journey through the ancient city. Buried under
a layer of ashes and lapilli by a sudden eruption of Vesuvius
in 79 AD, after 1700 years, the excavations have brought to
light Pompei, a town whose daily light of Imperial Age has
been petrified, as if under a spell. Furthermore, visiting the
“frozen city”, we will see houses, shops, temples, squares, streets
and understand the way of living of the ancient Romans. After
we break for lunch, we will celebrate Mass at Our Lady of
the Rosary Shrine before heading to Sorrento to check into our
hotel for dinner and overnight.

Overnight: Sorrento (Breakfast, Dinner)

Day 5: October 23rd: Montecassino/Appian Way/Rome: Today we
drive towards Rome where St. Paul lived for two years. On the way,
we stop at the Abbey of Montecassino. Founded nearly 1500 years ago
by St. Benedict of Nursia, the Abbey has endured as a place of
Catholic spirituality and worship despite centuries of political
upheaval and warfare within Italy. After lunch, we continue our
journey to Rome. Upon arrival, we will drive along the Appian Way
“Regina Viarum” and see the Church of Quo Vadis, located where
Christ appeared to Peter.. We see the Inn where St. Paul stopped for
rest before arriving at the seat of the former Roman Empire. We visit
the Catacombs of St. Sebastian where the early Christians hid, prayed
and buried their dead and the remnants of the original basilica
dedicated to Peter and Paul. Our tour ends at Basilica of St. Paul
Outside the Wall, a Benedictine Abbey who shares its origins with
the adjoining basilica. Visit the Basilica where the bones of Paul have
recently been found and celebrate Mass. Continue to hotel for dinner
and overnight.

Overnight: Rome (Breakfast, Dinner)

Day 6: October 24th: Rome, St. Peter’s, Sistine Chapel, Imperial
Rome: We begin the day with a visit to St. Peter’s Basilica and take in
the awesome architecture and the statuary adorning the largest of all
Christian churches, including Michelangelo’s magnificent “Pieta.” We
will then enjoy a tour of the Vatican Museum and the Sistine Chapel.
After lunch, we’ll begin our panoramic tour of Imperial Rome with
brief visits to the Roman Forum, the Palatine Hill, the Arch of
Constantine and the Coliseum. Later, we return to the hotel for
dinner and overnight.

After, we visit the Holy
Stairs, so named because they are the steps which led to the
Praetorium of the Roman Procurator Ponzio Pilato. From there we
visit the Basilica of St. John Lateran which houses a fragment on the ,
table on which Jesus consumed his last supper.
